B. A sediment trap in the gas supply line is recommended where applicable. It should be installed downstream
of the shut-off valve as close to the unit as possible. Refer to the NFPA 54 guidelines for further details.

C. Before installing this unit, check the MINIMUM CLEARANCES section to ensure that the surrounding area is
properly sized for the installation.

D. The unitis for outdoor use only. DO NOT install or use this appliance inside a building, garage, or any other
enclosed area, including recreational vehicles and/or boats.

« Coveryour unit whenever it is completely cool and not in use, and follow the guidelines below at least annually.
ANNUAL CLEAN / INSPECTION GUIDELINES

The unit and the installation must be inspected annually. Refer to these instructions for details. Performing these
procedures will ensure proper operation, appearance, and safety. WEAR GLOVES.

If maintenance is required, it must be done by a qualified professional service technician.
» Always shut off the gas to the unit while performing service work.
