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Conversion Precautions:

These instructions must be used as a supplement to the instructions
supplied with the gas valve kit. Follow the gas valve kit instructions Thermocouple
and log set instructions supplied by the manufacturers on the set up
of the gas valve kit, burner pan, log basket grate, burner media,
ember material and the logs placement. Please follow these
instructions on the conversion of the burner pan and pilot assembly
from natural gas to propane gas.

If this fireplace installation has glass doors, only operate the gas
logs with glass doors in the fully open position.

Flame Spreader

Note: This kit comes with two pilot orifices. American Flame uses OPrIiltsl);e
two different types of pilot assemblies. One type has the number t;?:‘;‘rza
stamped on top of the orifice and the other type has the number

stamped on the side of the orifice. If you remove a Natural gas orifice

with (#20) stamped on top then ensure your replace it with (#13)

stamped on top. If you remove an orifice with (#.018N) stamped on

the side then ensure you replace it with (#.012LP) stamped on the

side.

Conversion Instructions:

This section is for the conversion from Natural to Propane on a pre-installed log set with the
AFVK-SP, AFVK & AF-LMF Series Gas Valve Kits

1. Make sure all gas flow is completely turned off to the gas log set. Make sure you have a certified
and approved shut-off within 6-feet of the fireplace, or whatever the local inspection authority
requires.

2. Remove all logs and basket grate and set aside.

Note: it is recommended to place the logs on a protective drop cloth to prevent getting
soot on the household carpet.

3. Remove the sand from burner pan and discard; use vermiculite to replace the sand since this kit
is for LP gas. NOTE: If vermiculite does not completely cover the pan, then order another bag.

4. Remove gas line from the valve to the burner pan, then remove the fitting and natural gas orifice
on the burner pan.

5. Install to the burner pan the Orifice/Air Shutter and Connector Elbow supplied with
LPK-18/24 Conversion kit (See Figure #1 & Figure #2) Connect the gas line from the valve to
the connector elbow.

6. Remove the aluminum pilot tubing at the pilot assembly (13mm line wrench at brass fitting).

7. Remove Natural gas pilot orifice from pilot assembly, then install either Propane (LP) pilot orifice

(#13) or (#0.12LP) supplied with this valve kit, as noted in the precautions and reconnect 1/4” or
1/8” pilot tubing to pilot assembly. (Use caution when working with the pilot tubing not to
kink the tubing or locate the tubing in or over the burner pan).

8. Turn on gas supply and check all connections for leaks using soapy water solution.

9. Install the media (vermiculite) supplied with the LPK-18/24 into the burner pan covering the
burner tube and level with the top of the pan.

10. Follow valve pilot lighting instructions. After pilot is lit check pilot fittings for leaks.

11. Reinstall basket grate and logs.

NOTE: Follow the conversion procedure on the AFVK-SP, AFVK-SP-H/L, & AFVK-SP-
MH/L installation instructions to convert the AF-4000 gas control valve from NATURAL
gas to PROPANE gas this will set the internal pressure regulator to the proper pressure.

Install to the burner pan the Orifice/Air Shutter and Connector Elbow supplied with

LPK-18/24 Conversion kit (See Figure #1 & Figure #2) Connect the gas line from the valve to

the connector elbow.

Remove the pilot tubing at the pilot assembly (13mm line wrench at brass fitting).

Remove natural gas pilot orifice from pilot assembly, then install either Propane (LP) pilot orifice

(#13) or (#0.12LP) supplied with this valve kit, as noted in the precautions and reconnect 1/4” or

1/8” pilot tubing to pilot assembly. (Use caution when working with the pilot tubing not to

kink the tubing or locate the tubing in or over the burner pan).

Turn on gas supply and check all connections for leaks using soapy water solution.

Install the media (vermiculite) supplied with the LPK-18/24 into the burner pan covering the

burner tube and level with the top of the pan.

Follow the instructions supplied with the log set to install burner media, ember material,

basket grate and logs.

NOTE: On all PROPANE installations it is recommended that an inlet pressure regulator

be used. (Not included with this kit)
